To conclude our day’s adventures, we’ll return to our hotel at Kyoto Station via the Kyoto subway system, using
your included transport card. This journey offers a chance to experience the rhythm and energy of local life in
Kyoto.

Tonight, enjoy an included okonomiyaki dinner at a local restaurant. Afterward, for those eager to explore further,
John will lead an evening walk through Kyoto Station food shopping floors, these floors offer a sweet and savoury
insight into the life and eating habits of local Kyoto people.

Here, you can immerse yourself in the beauty of the famous vermillion Torii gates that
form a mesmerizing pathway behind the main shrine. You may choose to take a short stroll through the gates or
explore the lively market area surrounding the shrine, where you can sample delicious Japanese street food or
enjoy lunch at one of the many charming local restaurants.
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After our time at Fushimilnari Taisha, we’ll take a quick 10-minute train ride back to Kyoto Station. Upon arrival,
John will guide you through the highlights of this impressive station.

We'll return to our hotel in the afternoon, allowing some time to relax before dinner.

Tonight, enjoy a dinner at a traditional Izakaya (Japanese Pub). These pubs are not how we imagine pubs, they
are fun places to try traditional Japanese food and drink.

For those who wish to explore further after dinner, John will lead a walk to The Cube Shopping Centre, a modern
and diverse shopping destination within Kyoto Station, offering something for everyone.

For those feeling adventurous after dinner, John will offer an optional return visit to Fushimi Inari Taisha Shrine,
where you can experience the shrine’s iconic vermillion Torii gates in a beautiful and eerie nighttime setting —a
truly unforgettable way to end your day.

Day 9. Sunday - 21 February 2027 (Kyoto)

After enjoying your included breakfast, you will embark on a wonderful day of exploration, traveling with your
Tour Escort, John, to the stunning Arashiyama district—one of Kyoto’s most picturesque and beloved destinations.
